Looking for a venue in a beautiful, rural setting for your party, work-place gathering, or
wedding? We now offer private rentals at Banjo Cider. We have three options:

The Barn Nook. The outdoor Barn Nook is
nestled in the corner of our old red bank
barn. It is surrounded by grass, trees,
gardens, and fields. Seats up to 40 people.

The Indoor Tasting Room. Our quaint and
inviting indoor tasting room is great for
small gatherings, family get-togethers,
birthday parties, and workplace retreats.
Seats up to 24 people.

The Whole Shebang. This includes our
tasting room, patio, Barn Nook, and the
open grassy areas around the barn. In this
option, we close our facilities to the public,
so the rental fee includes a “buyout” charge.
For groups of up to 80 people.

Q: What about food?

A: We can recommend fabulous food trucks and caterers for your event. You are also
welcome to bring your own food. For smaller groups, ask us if we will be having a food truck
or pop-up chef during your event. We do not have a commercial kitchen on the property.

Q: What if it rains?

A: When renting The Whole Shebang, our barrel tables have waterproof umbrellas and can
shelter about 45 people. You are also welcome to rent a tent so your event is rain or shine.
You can re-schedule your event if it rains.

Q: Can our group have a tour and tasting during our event?

A: Yes. If you would like to enhance your group get-together with a tour and guided tasting,
the costis $16 per person. This includes a tasting flight of 4 samples of our ciders. You must
have a minimum of 20 people for the tour and tasting.



Q: What about music?

A: If you are renting The Barn Nook while we are open, you can
bring a portable speaker, as long as it cannot be heard from our
patio space. If you are renting The Whole Shebang, you can
hire a band. We aim to be considerate of our rural neighbours
and so bands cannot be too raucous. Music must end by 10 pm.

Q: Are kids welcome?
A: Yes! We love kids.

Q: Are dogs welcome?
A: Yes! We love dogs.

Q: What about non-cider drinks (wine, beer, etc.)?

A: Our licence only allows us to serve our cider. If you'd like to
serve other alcoholic beverages, you will need to get a Special
Occasions Permit from the Alcohol and Gaming Commission. If
you are interested in this option, please let us know so we can
work out the any special arrangements that may be necessary.

We offer house-made sparkling non-alcoholic craft beverages.

Additional Information

When deciding how long you would like to rent the space for
and when guests should leave and arrive, include enough time
to set up and put the space back to its original state during your
rental period. If needed, we provide a 15-minute grace period
before and after your event.

A deposit will be required to reserve the space.
